Former River
Rouge Basketball
Legend Dies at 30

Brent Darby playing for Ohio State

Brent Darby, former basket-
ball player for River Rouge
High School and The Ohio
State University died Monday
in a Detroit hospital. He was
30 years old. Darby, who led
River Rouge High School to
back-to-back state basketball
titles in 1998 and 1999 and
went on to play at Ohio State,
made a huge impact on the
entire City of River Rouge.
His brother, Corwin Jones,
told the Columbus Dispatch
he died as the result of blood
clots. He underwent surger-
ies within the last year for the
clots, Jones said.

Brent was the captain of the
Free Press All-Metro team in
1999 after leading River
Rouge to its second straight

Class B Basketball Title. He
averaged 26 points and six
assists and finished fourth in
the Mr. Basketball voting that
year. The consecutive titles
cemented Brent's place
among the all-time greats in
River Rouge's hallowed bas-
ketball history.

Brent played at Ohio State
from 1999 through 2003 and
scored 1,368 points. He aver-
aged 18.3 points as a senior
in 2002-03, including 35 in a
loss to Duke in the ACC-Big
Ten Challenge in Greensboro,
N.C. Brent carried an under-
manned team that finished
tied for eighth place in the Big
Ten that year to the champi-
onship game of the confer-

you do. It only takes about 15
minutes of your time." My
concern is that the senior citi-
zens in the community are not
being tested, eventhough
there is an increase in the
number of people over 60
who contract the virus.

Conference (AIDS 2012) will
be held July 22-27 2012 in
Washington, D.C. Our plan is
to join with the more than
25,000 participants and 2,000
journalists from approximately
200 countries who are
expected to convene at the
conference. This is predicted
to be a landmark event in the
history of HIV and AIDS both
in the United States and glob-
ally. The theme for the con-
ference is "Turning the Tide
Together". We will continue to
make HIV Awareness one of
our main focus points as we
work with other groups like
The PEN Enrichment Center
and the We are People Too
Foundation to do our part to
put an end to the spread of
this preventable virus.

When a child kills himself:
Bullying and its Consequences

| hope you watched
Extreme Home Makeover on
December 2, as | did. For me
it was an opportunity of pride,

as Bennett student
Dominique Walker was fea-
tured, with her family, for a trip
to Los Angeles, and a home
upgrade. Why? Because her
family remained in pain
because their 11 year old
brother killed himself after
vicious bullying.

Carl Walker-Hoover
was hazed because folks
thought he was gay. He was
bothered, bullied, and
besieged. He tried to talk to
folks, but he eventually found
out that no one wanted to
hear what he had to say. He
hung himself at home, and
the family avoided his bed-
room because they were in
pain.

Our pain. The child
was bullied and badgered and
he couldn’t take it. He was
like more than 1 in 6 young
people who say that bullying

is part of their life. Many man-
age, and many manage by
becoming bullies themselves.
Many don't manage. They
are left out, dropped out, worn
out, pulled out with parents so
oblivious to the effect of bully-
ing that they think it is just a
childhood thing. A game
young people play with each
other. Not.

The worst of it is that
the Internet compounds what
used to be simple schoolyard
chatter. Now, young people
put rumors and nonsense into
cyberspace about each other.
And cyberspace doesn't sim-
ply whisper, it yells. Young
people’s reputations are on
the line because bullying has
taken on an Internet space.

Carl Walker-Hoover,
an 11 year old, was “outed” as
gay when at 11 he probably
was only different.  Young
people decided to play with
him in the worst way, picking
at him and on him and around
him and through him. One
day he awakened and told
himself he couldn’t take it any-
more. Now his life can be our
light and his family can be a
symbol against bullying.

What is it about us,
human beings that allow us to
batter each other? Does it
make us feel better? Do we
grow when others shrink? Do
we flourish because they
shrivel? While we pay lots of
attention to yoOung people
and their bullying, shouldn’t
we also pay attention to the
adult among us, those who
thing that we gain because
others lose, we rise because
others fall, we wuse our
tongues in a way to diminish,
not flatter? As | watched the
pain of the walker family on
Extreme Home Makeover, |
realized that perhaps few
meant harm, but many con-
tributed to the utter tragedy
that family had to manage.

We are all indebted to
ABC and the Extreme
Makeover team for deciding

to help this family. They
remind us that pain and pas-
sion reverberate. | say lots of
ads following the special, and
into the next few days, of
young people talking about
the effects of bullying. Carl
Walker-Hoover’s suicide puts
a face on bullying and
reminds us that there is a pos-
sibility of an anti-bullying
movement. The ads tell the
story, but can the people tell
more?

Here's the bottom
line. We have all been bul-
lied, one way or another, with
a friend or colleague with a
vicious, ugly mouth. And
because we have all been
bullied, we have all been bul-
lies in our space. Humanity
requires us to understand that
the behavior we model is
behavior that young people
replicate. It requires us to
understand that everyone
can't meet a bully, face to
face, eye to eye, and resist
the nonsense that can be
called hazing.

For whatever reason,
Carl Walker-Hoover could not
stand up to his bullies. He
had enough. He shared how
much of enough he had with
his suicide. Who knows what
he might have been - an
author, a scientist, a leader.
When he died he was a young
black man whose life spread
out before him, a life he chose
to end because he could not
endure bullying. How many
more lives will we lose? How
can we learn to value every
life, and to kick bullying to the
curb?

| am so proud that
Carl's sister, Dominique, is a
Bennett student. We hope to
use her knowledge to help us
grapple with the many ways
we choose to hurt ourselves.
She is a survivor of this bully-
ing nonsense, as SO many
are. She is one of the leaders
we have been waiting for!

Gaylord's sisters
were HAPPY to send him to a
residential school for emotion-
ally impaired boys just outside
of Hillsdale, MI.

For five HORRIBLE years,
Gaylord was subject to mis-
treatment by some of his
classmates - physical vio-
lence, verbal abuse, and even
worse... The end result of this
was that he finally returned to
River Rouge and graduated
from RRHS two years late
with the Class of 1982.

I met Gaylord when
he came to RRHS. It took me
some time to get to know him,
but | knew that this special
man needed the right person
in his life to help him over-
come the many obstacles he's
faced, including several hos-
pital stays and a courtroom
battle with a family member
who mismanaged his
finances and left him penni-
less.

Pay Attention to Item Prices
as You Shop

As we move through the holiday
season, you may notice that
many of the items you purchase
are no longer individually priced.
Earlier this year, | voted against
the Shopping Reform and
Modernization Act which elimi-
nated the Item Pricing Law.
However, it passed. The most
fundamental change is that retail-
ers are no longer required to indi-
vidually mark the price on the
item itself. They are now only
required to display the price of
items offered for sale in the store
at the place where the item is
located.

I know firsthand how frustrating
this new change can be when
shopping, so here are some tips
to protect you and your loved
ones:

According to the state of
Michigan attorney general's Web
site, if an automatic checkout
system charges you more than
the displayed price of an item,
and the transaction has been
completed and you have a
receipt indicating the item pur-
chased and the price charged for
it, you must notify the seller that
you were overcharged within 30
days of the transaction, either in
person or in writing.

Within two days of receiving
your notice, the seller may
choose to refund you the differ-
ence between the amount
charged and the price displayed
plus a "bonus" of ten times the
difference, with a minimum of $1
and a maximum of $5.

If the seller refuses to give
you both the refund and the
bonus, you may bring a lawsuit to
recover your actual damages or
$250, whichever is greater, plus
reasonable attorney fees up to
$300.

Complaints regarding a
store's failure to properly display
the price of consumer items
offered for sale should be direct-

ed to the Department of
Agriculture & Rural
Development, Weights &

Measures Section in the E.C.

765-8388, in writing addressed to
940 Venture Lane, Williamston,
MI 48895 or online at www.michi-
gan.gov/ag.

Assistance With Heating Bills

is Available
Now that winter is here many
families are turning up the heat in
their homes and face higher
heating bills. If you need assis-
tance with this utility bill, please
apply for State Emergency Relief
at  your local Michigan
Department of Human Services
office.

Also, DTE has a Winter
Protection Plan that helps low
income senior citizens keep the
heat on. This plan runs from Nov.
1 through March 31. During this
time, customers must pay a por-
tion of their estimated annual bill,
plus regular payments on any
past-due bills. After March 31, the
required payment will increase to
cover winter bills. To enroll in this
program call DTE at (800) 477-
4747 between Nov. 15 and
March 31. To qualify for this pro-
gram you must meet at least one
of the following requirements:
age 62 or older, receive
Department of Human Services
(DHS) cash assistance, receive
food stamps, or household
income at or below that stated in
the Household Income Eligibility
Guidelines.

THAW can help if you
are a senior age 62 or older, or if
your account has a past due bal-
ance, if you have a shut-off notice
or if your service is off. You also
must meet income eligibility
guidelines, and have applied for
certain other state assistance
programs that you are eligible for
first. You can receive assistance
from THAW once per year for
each utility. Call (800) 866-THAW
(8429) for more details and to
apply for help.

Senator Stabenow Applauds New
Measures to Crack Down on
Fraud and Abuse in Food
Assistance Program

WASHINGTON- U.S.
Senator Debbie Stabenow,
Chairwoman of the
Agriculture, Nutrition and
Forestry Committee, which
oversees the federal food
assistance program, today
applauded new measures
announced by the U.S.
Department of Agriculture
to crack down on fraud and
abuse in the Supplemental
Nutrition Assistance
Program. The new meas-
ures will root out waste,
fraud and abuse by com-
bating trafficking— the sale
of food assistance benefits
for cash— to protect tax-
payer dollars. Senator
Stabenow has called for a
continued federal crack-
down on fraud and abuse,
including new measures to
crackdown on trafficking.
Stabenow recently
announced a bipartisan
proposal to reduce the
deficit by tens of billions
that included a variety of
measures to make sure
food assistance resources
are going only to those who
truly need them.

“At a time with so many
Michigan families in need
of assistance, it's outra-

geous that people would
cheat and defraud a critical
lifeline for families actually
struggling,” said Sen.
Stabenow. “So  many
Michigan families never
imagined a day when they
would need to depend on
these services to feed their
children and families, but
the recession and jobless-
ness have left many with
no choice. Fraud and
abuse cannot be tolerated,
and | applaud these new
measures to crack down
on these practices.”

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s measures to
crack down on food assis-
tance abuse include strong
sanctions and penalties for
retailers, upgrades and
enhancements to retailer
surveillance system tech-
nologies, new and clear
guidance to states to com-
bat trafficking, and
renewed partnership
efforts with states to
increase and improve col-
lective efforts against traf-
ficking by retailers and
recipients.

Recently, Senator
Stabenow announced her
bipartisan proposal that
would stop lottery winners
from receiving food assis-
tance and prevent misuse
of those programs by col-
lege students still support-
ed by their parents. Her
proposal also prohibited
liquor stores from accept-
ing food assistance bene-
fits and provided greater
enforcement to stop retail-
ers that traffic benefits.

"Driver Responsibility fees
have been deceitfully punish-
ing Michigan residents for
years, creating needless
hardships.

They each
were presented a
Departmental Citation Award
for their heroics.

New Chief of Police Robert
Dickerson, who instituted the
award, told the story of how
the corporals used good old-
fashioned police work to cap-
ture the fleeing youths after
they had broken into and
committed vandalism inside
the Hale Creek Elementary
School on Sunday, October
30.

According to Chief Dickerson,
the officers were dispatched
to the school on an alarm run
and discovered a door was
propped open. As the officers
entered the school, they
heard and saw two juveniles
running out of and away from
the school.

Cpl. Hines chased the youths
on foot while Cpl. Grant pur-
sued them in his patrol car.
Within a few minutes, Grant
detained one of the boys at
the fence line at the edge of
the school property. He con-
tinued to search the neighbor-
hood near the school, using
his car’s public address sys-
tem to alert residents that
police were seeking a burgla-
ry suspect who may have
been in the area, broadcast-
ing a detailed description of
the second boy to residents in
the area.

Hines, continuing his foot pur-
suit while staying in radio con-
tact with Grant, saw the sec-
ond boy climb over an eight-
foot-high fence and enter and
wade through a waist-high
creek.

“However, this suspect wasn't
going to get away,” Chief
Dickerson said, “because little
did he know, a Romulus resi-
dent who had heard Cpl.
Grant's detailed description
over the vehicle loud speaker
saw this soaking-wet
‘Harrison Ford fugitive wanna-
be’ and grabbed and detained
him until our officers came
and took him into custody.”
Chief Dickerson called the
incident “a perfect example of
what | call community polic-
ing. Here you have two offi-
cers and the community work-
ing together to catch crooks
and, by doing so, it helps pre-
vent this from reoccurring.
Had these bad guys got away,
who knows what else they
would have gotten into or bro-
ken into? But because of
these officers’ actions and
persistence, along with the
help from the community, the
only thing the two crooks
were breaking in was a new
jail cell.”

The chief said the resident
was invited to attend the
council meeting and be recog-
nized with the officers, but
was unable to make it due to
a previous commitment; how-
ever, he will be brought in
when it's a more convenient
time for him.

“The community and the
Police Department working
together is the best way to
prevent crime,” Mayor Alan
Lambert said. “I applaud the
officers and the resident for a
job well done.”

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Michigan Partially Repeals Speeding

Ticket Tax
Changes to Driver Responsibility Law

Secretary of State
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Michigan has taken the first
step toward repealing its tax
on traffic ticket recipients.
Last year, the state added
$220 million worth of "driver
responsibility fees" on top of
existing fines for various sorts
of moving violations. The leg-
islature agreed to eliminate
three separate taxes, saving
100,428 drivers $23.6 million
a year. The partial repeal bill
hit the desk of Governor Rick
Snyder (R) yesterday. Snyder
will enact the measure.

"The Drivers Responsibility
Program (Public Act 165) was
signed into law in 2003 by
Governor Jennifer Granholm,"
Snyder spokesman Kevin
Gardner wrote in an email.
"Unfortunately, this law had
many unintended conse-
guences that unfairly harmed
those people trying to be pro-
ductive citizens of Michigan."
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The driver responsibility pro-
gram imposes a fee of $300
to $2000 on certain driving

offenses, collected in two
annual installments. In addi-
tion, it imposes an annual tax
of $100 to $500 a year for
anyone with more than seven
points on his license. Drivers
hit with the massive fees fre-
quently found themselves
unable to afford them. The
program mandated that their
license be suspended -- gen-
erating another fee. The net
result was a 42 percent jump
in the number of suspended
licenses and a more than ten-
fold increase in people driving
without insurance.

Beginning on October 1, 2012
the new law will eliminate the
$300 tax on those convicted
for driving without a license,
the $400 tax for failing to pro-
duce proof of insurance and

the $1000 tax on failing to
obtain no-fault insurance. The
existing taxes on license
points and other violations
remain. The National
Motorists Association (NMA)
argued that Michigan's speed
traps are among the country's
worst and that the tax on
speeding ticket points needs
to go.

"The Michigan House and
Senate made a welcome first
step to repeal some of the
harsh fees instituted by the
state's Driver Responsibility
Act," NMA Executive Director
Gary Biller told
TheNewspaper. "But the leg-
islature's work will not be
done until they pass a bill to
repeal the DRA in its entirety
and lift the burden of harsh,
excess fees from drivers in
Michigan."

On Tuesday state
Representative Kurt Damrow
(R-Port Austin) introduced
House Bill 5198 to repeal the
license point tax and other
fees. Michigan's legislature is
moving far slower than
Virginia in eliminating a simi-
lar program introduced in
2007 that generated outrage
throughout the state. The Old
Dominion's General Assembly
had no choice but to repeal
the "abuser fee" program in
2008, going so far as to offer
a full refund to any driver who
paid the tax.

Northern lllinois claims MAC trophy
on last second thriller, 23-20

Dave Doeren got a great
birthday and Christmas pres-
ent rolled into one.

The first-year head coach for
Northern lllinois, who turned
40 this past Saturday, enjoyed
one heck of a gift from his
team as they clawed back
from a 20-point halftime deficit
to snatch away a last-second
23-20 victory and the school’s
first Mid-American
Conference  championship
since 1983 at Ford Field.

“I'm just so proud of our team.
This team has been through a
lot this year,” said Doeren.
“They lost this game a year
ago, lost their coaches, and
took me, my wife, my staff in
as their family. They have
been in a lot of close games,
had to come back to win. This
feels great.”

The Huskies (10-3, 7-1), who
made the conference champi-
onship game last year but lost
26-21 to Miami University
(Ohio), owned the second half
against the Ohio Bobcats.
“We had plenty of chances,
and we just could not take
advantage of those chances
in the second half,” said Ohio
coach Frank Solich.

With just under a minute left in
the game and with the score
tied at 20, NIU quarterback
Chandler Harnish engineered
a 5-play, 48-yard drive keyed
by a 27-yard pass to Perez
Ashford. The Huskies navi-
gated their way to the Ohio
18, where NIU's Matthew
Sims nailed a 33-yard field
goal as time expired.

“l just didn't want to let my
team down,” said Sims. ‘I
knew | missed one (an extra
point on a touchdown in the
third quarter), and | didn’t
want to do it again.”

But early on, it seemed as if
the Bobcats (9-4, 6-3), who
made the title game in 2006

and 2009 (both losses to
Central Michigan), would
steamroll their way to their
first championship since
1968.

The first drive of the game
was promising as Ohio
marched from their own 25 to
the Northern lllinois 30, but
Tyler Tettleton’'s pass was
intercepted by Northern
lllinois’s Jhony Faustin in the
endzone.

Ohio made it tit-for-tat when
Bobcats linebacker Noah
Keller intercepted a Harnish
pass at the Northern lllinois
20, but had to settle for a 30-
yard field goal by Matt Weller
to give the Bobcats the lead,
3-0.

The Bobcats extended the
lead to 10-0 on a 24-yard dou-
ble-reverse pass from Phil
Bates to Donte Foster with
4:05 left in the first quarter,
and opened the second quar-
ter with a 21-yard field goal
from Weller.

Ohio then regained posses-
sion when Northern lllinois’s
Tommylee Lewis fumbled the
kickoff and the Bobcats recov-
ered at the Huskies’ 42, but
Tettleton was intercepted.
The Huskies marched to the
Ohio 5-yard line, but Keller
and Ohio’s Corey Hastings
sacked Harnish and forced a
fumble, recovered by Keller at
the 13. Nine plays and 87
yards later, Tettleton busted in
an 18-yard mad dash to make
the score 20-0, Bobcats.
“That's a great quarterback,
and we're gonna see him for
two more years,” said Doeren
of Tettleton (son of former
Detroit Tigers All-Star catcher
Mickey Tettleton), who fin-
ished 18-o0f-31 passing for
218 yards, a touchdown and
three interceptions.

But the Huskies, who have
been in close games and
seen adversity all year, were
not ready to go quietly.

“This is where our senior
class will leave our legacy,”
said Harnish, who finished 16-
of-26 for 250 yards, three
touchdowns and an intercep-
tion. “Why not do it the hard
way? It's something we've
been doing all year. We didn't
play well, | didn’t play well, in
the first half.”

Doeren was confident in his
team—so confident that he
did not need to do too much
talking.

“l give a lot of speeches dur-
ing the week, but during game
day, there’s not a lot to be

said,” he said. “I told them, it's
not about Ohio, its about you.”
At the previous day’s press
conference, Keller (East
Division MVP with 13 tackles,
one sack, one INT, one forced
fumble and one fumble recov-
ery) said that the Bobcats
were on a mission, and the
Ohio defense played like it,
holding the Huskies high-
powered attack to just four
first downs in the first half.

In the third quarter, things
looked to keep rolling for the
Bobcats as Keller forced
another fumble, recovered by
Ohio safety John Kristoff.

But Northern lllinois clawed
back on a 39-yard touchdown
pass from Harnish to Palmer
with 6:19 left in the third quar-
ter, and then on a 32-yard
touchdown pass from Harnish
to Martel Moore with 7:36 left
in the game. Sims missed an
extra-point try on the third-
quarter touchdown but made
his PAT on the next touch-
down, leaving the score 20-
13, Ohio.

“I knew he was gonna make
it. | knew he was mad about
missing the extra-point,” said
Doeren. “l told him “don’t
worry about it, you'll get the
next one.”

The Huskies knotted the
game at 20 on a 22-yard
touchdown pass from Harnish
to Palmer to cap off a six-play,
67-yard drive with 2:57 left in
the contest.

“I just knew that | had to come
out and make a play,” said
Palmer, who won game MVP
honors with four receptions
for 115 yards and the two
touchdowns. I told him, if
you throw the ball anywhere
near me, I’'m gonna catch it.”
Though disappointed, Solich
is focused on the future. “I like
the face that we have good
athletes, | like the fact that we
win a lot of games,” he said.
“We need to win a conference
championship and we need to
win a bowl game to take this
program to the next level.”
But for Doeren, Harnish,
Palmer, and the rest of the
Huskies, it was the sweetest
victory, especially after the
sour taste of last year.

Ohio actually held the edge in
first downs, 21-19, and
capped the Huskies at half-
time in terms of yardage, 302-
92, before the Huskies
exploded to finish with 405
yards to the Bobcats’ 372.

Tiger Woods Wins
First Tournament
In Two Years

Tiger Woods holds winning trophy

The fist pump is back.
On Sunday, Tiger Woods
ended a two year winning
drought — that's 749 days and
26 tournaments — with a birdie
putt on the final hole of the
Chevron World Challenge in
Thousand Oaks, Calif.
When the final birdie putt from
6 feet disappeared into the
cup, Woods swept his arm
across the air, yelled through
the din of the gallery and
slammed his fist in a celebra-
tion that was a long time com-
ing.

He birdied the last
two holes for a 3-under 69
and won against an 18-man
field at Sherwood Country
Club. It was a two-man race
against former Masters cham-
pion Zach Johnson over the
final hour. Even so, winning is
all that ever mattered to
Woods—now perhaps more
than ever before.

“Any different?”
Woods asked about his win.
“It feels great. Kind of hard for
me to elaborate beyond that. |
know it's been awhile, but for
some reason, it feels like it
hasn’t. As far as making the
putt and the feeling afterward,
| think | was screaming some-
thing. But it was just that | won
the golf tournament. | pulled it
off with one down, two to go.
“To go birdie-birdie is as good
as it gets.”

The last time Woods
won was Nov. 15, 2009, at the
Australian Masters for his
82nd title worldwide, and his
seventh win that year, back
when winning at least looked
routine for him. Twelve days
later, Woods crashed his car
into a fire hydrant outside his
Florida home, and stunning
revelations of extramarital
affairs soon emerged. It cost
him his impeccable image, his

marriage and four major
sponsors.

He has added three
sponsors in the last five

months. He showed signs of
coming back with nine solid
rounds in the wind in
Australia, finishing third at the
Australian Open and deliver-
ing the clinching point for the
Americans in the Presidents
Cup at Royal Melbourne.
Woods won the
Chevron World Challenge,
which he hosts for his founda-
tion, for the fifth time. He fin-
ished at 10-under 278 and
donated the $1.2 million to his
foundation.
The win moved him from No.
52 to No. 21 in the world rank-
ing, and likely will send
expectations soaring for
2012. Woods will not play
again until starting next sea-
son in Abu Dhabi at the end of
January.
